It started out as a l'L'i.i.I!:_T,L' where sentor
Communist and ANC leaders met to discuss political and military strategy in
the struggle against South Africa’s apartheid government. Nelson Mandela,
Govan Mbeki, Walter Sisulu, Ahmed Kathadra, Ravmond Mhlaba, Bram
Fisher and Harold Wolpe were some of South Africa’s heroes who spent L
there. Many of them were caught in the police raid of the farm on the 11
July 1963. They were subsequently tried in the *Rivonia Trial” and were later
to spend over 25 vears in jail. The trial was one of the kev turning points in
the struggle against Apartheid, thrusting the situation in South Africa into
the internavonal arena.
Four decades later the farm has been restored and now houses 2 museum.
a Resource Centre and a Liberation Cenere as a tribute to the struggle for
freedom. It isa place of learning and reflections. The exhibits are effective
and beautifully done, and ke advantage of the latest in technology, from a
cabinet with many drawers, cach holding something relevant to the struggle,
and which when opened triggers a voice recording, to a state-of-the-art
auditorium where a 1 2-minuce flm is shown. For anyone with an interest
in South African politics and history, Liliesleal Farm is well worth a visi.
On the premises is a collee shop which serves light meals, and a children’s
